Ellowes Hall SC, with the supervision and guidance from Mr Griffiths, Headteacher and one or two of our committee members, we were able to organise an in house competition with some of their pupils as to who could collect the most litter and from this we were able to cover Ellowes Road and Stickley Lane on Friday 17 September.

The following day, Saturday 18 September, the TRA with the support from the local cubs and scouts were able to complete the litter pick of the estate which forms the Ellowes Hall TRA and a mammoth job was undertaken in tidying up all of the litter around.

We are now in the process of requesting security lights again so that we may cover a further section of the TRA area.
PARTNERSHIP WITH ELLOWES HALL SPORTS COLLEGE

We are continuing to strengthen our partnership with our local sports college and are hoping to arrange further meetings to discuss how we can go forward with this partnership and how to include the School Council as we believe that this will give both sides the opportunity to understand the issues that are of concern to all within our area.
ANTI SOCIAL BEHAVIOUR
This is very closely monitored and whilst we acknowledge that certain areas still have issues on the whole this is starting to show a positive outcome.  We very much support the Police in their endeavour to overcome this problem and can only stress the importance of reporting any incidents to the Police as these reports are vital to any evidence that has to be given for the Police to go forward on our behalf.  Only recently you have seen in the papers that a dispersal order has been granted to the Police for them to continue their work in certain areas on the estate.  Due to reported incidents this evidence became part of the reason as to why this order was granted.   Please continue to support your area.
